Follow this
webquest to learn how to use World Book Kids.

First, go to www.worldbookonline.com

Hint: If the article you are looking for does not come up immediately try using a different word with the
same meaning. For example, if you type in “famous racecar driver” and do not get any results, try typing in
“NASCAR” or “racing.”
